 Graduates are encouraged to pursue Crew Leader Training and are expected  

 to serve as volunteer team leaders on our HFH GLA build sites.  

 

 VOLUNTEERISM: Veterans, military personnel and their families understand the 

 meaning of service better than anyone and can play a key role in shaping our  

 communities. We invite our veteran community to join us through one of the  

 various volunteer opportunities available including; working on new homes,  

 renovating and repairing rehabs, volunteering in our ReStores, serving on a  

 committee or special event teams.  

 

 ADVOCACY: Many veterans in Los Angeles County lack permanent housing.  

 With the rising number of returning military personnel, the need for affordable  

 housing options will continue to increase. Building more homes is not the only  

 solution; changes in legislative policies are equally important.
